Challenge 

On Monday 6th 

February, 

eight Year 4 

and 5 children 

travelled to 

Balcarras 

School in 

Cheltenham to 

take part in a 

Maths Challenge. The children completed a 

range of different mathematical challenges 

that tested their number, problem solving, 

reasoning and spatial awareness skills.  

The final challenge involved constructing an 

icosahedron (a 3D shape with 20 faces, which 

are all equilateral triangles) out of paper. 

The children were a credit to our school, and 

worked very hard on all the difficult tasks 

they were set.
