Year 5 will be going on a school trip to Sudeley Castle on Tuesday 9th June as 

part of our History unit, focusing on how the castle has changed over time. This 

will be during the school day, leaving school at 9:30am returning to school by 

3:00pm. The children will be transported there and back by coach. 

While we are there, we will have a chance to look at the exhibition rooms, the 

castle rooms, the gardens and do some sketching of architecture linking to our 

current Art unit.  Children will need to wear school uniforms as normal and may 

wear comfortable shoes for the visit (school shoes or trainers). They will need a 

packed lunch, a water bottle and a water proof coat (just in case!). If you 

would like to request a school packed lunch, please order through the office 

by Thursday 21st May.  

Thanks to their amazing fundraising efforts, the PTA is able to contribute £5 per 

child for this trip, bringing the cost down to £9. We are therefore requesting a 

voluntary contribution to be paid via parent pay, in the usual way by Friday  

15th May.
